
Pick a non-fiction book (biography/autobiography) that is appropriate for your reading level. (You might want to search our school library) Once you have chosen a book, check in with me and make sure your book is okay. 

You will choose three important events from the biography/autobiography you read. For each event, you should write a one-page diary entry from the point of view of the subject of the book (who the book is about). The events you choose do not need to be consecutive. You will write about three events that took place at any point in the person's life. 

While you are choosing a person/book you should keep these questions in mind.

· What were the person's observations of the events?

· How did the person feel about the events?

· What did the person learn from the events?

· What does the person hope the outcome of the events will be?

· What are the person's hopes for the future?

Make sure each journal entry goes beyond retelling the event. Your job is to reflect on the character's personality and life, and should sound as if the character wrote the entry. 

Make sure you create a cover for your diary and bind it together. Be creative. Decorate the diary cover in a way that reflects the person's personality and life, and the time period in which he or she lived. 

Please use the attached pages as a guide to help you complete this project.

If the subject of your biography/autobiography had kept a diary, what do you think he or she would have written about? Put yourself in the person's shoes for this assignment. · How would the character describe what happened? 

· What did the person see or hear?

· How did the person feel as the event was happening?

· How did the person feel once the event was over?

· How did other people in the book react to the event?

Write a rough draft of the diary from the character's point of view. (This is called writing in first person.) Try to make the writing sound as if the character has written it. Think about the kind of language he or she would have used. 

Revise and write out a final draft. 

Create a cover for the diary. Decorate the diary in a way that reflects the character's personality and the time period in which he or she lived. Write the person's name on it and your name below it.
